The indwelling Spirit of Christ

brings inner ASSURANCE of regeneration,
serenity, security, and significance.

Romans 8

also be glorified with Him.”

Ephesians 1:13
”13 you were sealed in Him with the Holy Spirit of promise, 14
who is given as a pledge of our inheritance, with a view to the
redemption of God’s own possession, to the praise of His glory. ”

Galatians 4
”6 And because you are sons, God has sent forth the Spirit of His Son
into our hearts, crying, "Abba! Father!" 7 Therefore you are no longer a
slave, but a son; and if a son, then an heir through God.”
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Facing circumstances
the way Jesus and the Apostles did.

Philippians 2

“5 Have this attitude in yourselves which was
also in Christ Jesus, 6 who although He existed
in the form of God, did not regard equality
with God a thing to be grasped, 7 but emptied
Himself, taking the form of a bond servant, and
being made in the likeness of men 8. . . He
humbled Himself by becoming obedient to
the point of death, even death on a cross.”

The indwelling Spirit of Christ

brings outer ABILITY for ministry -
witness, and making disciples.

Acts 1:8
“15 but you shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come
upon you; and you shall be My witnesses both in Jerusalem, and in
all Judea and Samaria, and even to the remotest part of the earth.”

1 Corinthians 12
"4 Now there are varieties of gifts, but the same Spirit. 5 And there are
varieties of ministries, and the same Lord. 6 And there are varieties of
effects, but the same God who works all things in all {persons.}
7 But to each one is given the manifestation of the Spirit for the
common good. ”

It’s not about “letting go and letting God”, but about
waking up and participating in what God is doing.
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We are challenged to see
God, ourselves, and the world in a new way.
